Look them over, especially the change involving lifetime and
student membership that will be brought up at the annual
meeting.

Not too long after the summer board meeting, as OWO
president, I was invited by Division of Wildlife Chief Dave

Graham to a Wildlife Diversity
conference at Shawnee State Park.
The September meeting was attended
by representatives of non-consump-
tive conservation groups from across
the state. The topic was finding
support for the Wildlife Diversity
Fund which supports the species of
wildlife that are not hunted, trapped
of fished.

Graham explained that the DOW was once driven by projects
that focused on game species, but that philosophy began to
change about 20 years ago when it became concerned with
managing the whole ecosystem – “from butterflies to bears,” he
said.

Money for the Wildlife Diversity Fund comes from the
income tax write-off, the cardinal and eagle license plates and
donations. For various reasons these monies are dwindling.

The fund-raising discussion focused mainly on a wildlife
conservation stamp and how that would work. Would it picture
birds or a variety of wildlife species? Would it be mandatory or
voluntary? Conference attendees (and the general public) were
invited to take part in a survey to be posted on the DOW
website. The division hoped to have the results compiled
sometime this month.

On October 16 I emailed OWO members about Ralph
Ramey’s health problems. In case you did not see that email,
Ralph had a toe removed in September. Following that he had a
heart attack and double bypass surgery. A week later he had a
stroke. Then it was discovered that the toe surgery was not
successful and his right foot was amputated above the ankle.

I spoke with Jean Ramey on October 31, and she said Ralph
continues to improve but it is a struggle. He enjoys cards
and visitors.

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Although proposals to drill gas and oil wells on public lands,
including parks and natural areas and preserves in Ohio, had
been defeated time and time again, they never stay buried or
forgotten for long. With the recent election and new faces to
appear in the state legislature, the issue of drilling on public
lands is expected to resurface – again.

Lobbyists for the oil and gas industry are well paid to keep
the issue alive. Fortunately, Ohio has natural resource enthusi-
asts keeping an eye and ear on the wise use of our natural
resources, Ohio’s beautiful forests, productive wildlife areas,
natural areas and preserves and a host of other public lands
where oil exploration may be possible but not feasible nor
desired as far as the public is concerned.

With that being said, local conservation organizations, in
close cooperation with national organizations, will not fail to
protect our fragile environments and the wildlife of our state.

A recent inquiry concerning the possibility of the drilling
issue resurfacing under this administration brought this
response from the Governor and his staff.
October 27, 2008
Dear Concerned Constituent:

Thank you for your recent letter regarding oil and gas development
on state lands.

Governor Ted Strickland asked me to respond to you, as the Ohio
Department of Natural Resources (ODNR) is the land manager for
State Forests, Nature Preserves, Parks, and Wildlife Areas.

As you mention, over the years there have been a variety of
legislative proposals to increase oil and gas development on state
lands, particularly on lands managed by ODNR. However, at this 

time, ODNR is not aware of a specific proposal under consideration.
The state legislature may choose to revisit the issue at any time, of

course, but it has not been an item of legislative debate for quite some
time.

There have been advances in drilling techniques that work to limit
environmental impacts. However, the issues you raise are good ones:
• What are the impacts to the landscape should drilling proceed, and

would those impacts be noticeable to state lands visitors?
• What has been the State’s experience with resource development on

other public properties?
• How many locations would be subject to any proposal, in com-

parison to what is already available for oil and gas exploration?
• How much revenue to the state would any proposal generate, and

what would that revenue be used for?
Any serious legislative debate on the issue should answer these

basic questions, among others. Should the legislature contemplate
another proposal, ODNR will work hard to make sure these questions
are resolved and that interested citizens like yourself have the ability
to provide your perspective.

Again, thank you for your concern for the state’s natural places. I
hope that you have the opportunity to use and enjoy them through all
of Ohio’s beautiful seasons.

Some legislative proposals never stay buried
—Ed Moody, OWO Legislative Coordinator

Craig Springer of the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service in
Albuquerque, New Mexico, received the Excellence in Public
Outreach Award from the American Fisheries Society (AFS) at
its 138th Annual Meeting in Ottawa, Ontario, on August 18.
The award is presented to an AFS member who goes the “extra
mile” in sharing the values of fisheries science and research
with the general public through the popular media.

A graduate of Hocking College, Springer started his career
with the Ohio Division of Wildlife – Fish Management
Division as a creel clerk in the 1980s and now works for the
U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service (USFWS). Melding interests in
natural history and the written word, he serves as editor of the
agency’s fisheries magazine, Eddies (www.fws.gov/eddies).
Springer designed the magazine to communicate the fisheries
conservation work of the USFWS to the American public.
Springer has been a freelance writer since 1994. His work has
appeared in the New York Times, Field & Stream, Outdoor Life,
Ohio Magazine, Soutwest Fly Fishing, ESPN Outdoors.com,
Country Living and about 40 other publications. His first book
is under contract with the University of New Mexico Press.

A quorum being present, the meeting was called to order by

President Baumgartner at 11:14 a.m. President Baumgartner
then called for the reading of the minutes of the previous
meeting. MOTION to waive reading of the minutes of the
previous meeting made by Ed Moody, second by Beth Ruth.
No objections; motion passed.

Secretary-Treasurer Report: Denny passed out copies of
(1) the OWO Check Register covering all transactions from
August 1, 2007, through August 1, 2008; (2) a copy of the July
2008 bank statement; (3) the Financial Statement & Report of
all deposits and expenditures made between August 1, 2007,
and August 1, 2008; and (4) the restricted Funds allocations as
of August 1, 2008.

MOTION to approve the Secretary-Treasurer’s report made by
Chip Hart, second by Ed Moody. No objections; motion passed.
COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Supporting Membership: Chip Hart reported for Vicki
Diebold. Vicki has sent out 110 letters soliciting new support-
ing members for OWO. We have had 3 new supporting mem-
bers join since our spring conference. Letters went out last
week to all supporting members in anticipation of our next
conference.

Conference Committee: Chip Hart again reporting for Vicki
Diebold reported that she has secured 5 sponsors for meals at
our next conference. She needs a total of 9. Vicki also noted
she has several activities set up for Thursday of the conference
as well as a trip to a National Wildlife Refuge. Lots of free
time has been included in the schedule. Vicki is presently
soliciting sponsors for the 2011 conference.

Beth
Ruth said she would be willing to write an article for their next
issue which will be the winter of 2009. The article will include

such items as the OWO logo, website, how to become a mem-
ber, etc. MOTION to authorize Beth Ruth to submit a full
color, half page advertisement for the winter 2009 issue made
by Beth Ruth, second by Chip Hart. No objections; motion
passed. Chip asked Beth to shop around to see if there were
other magazines out there such as Ohio Outdoor Magazine, that
we might want to consider for advertising OWO. After addi-
tional discussion about whether or not OWO really needs to
promote itself in this manner, MOTION to amend to motion
just passed to give Beth authority to determine whether or not
we should go forward or not with placing an advertisement in
MUSE made by Chip Hart, second by Ed Moody. No objec-
tions; amendment to the previous motion passed.

Next, President Baumgartner asked board members to review
and evaluate applications for the Bruce Dawson Award.

“A member in good
standing will be considered for Life Membership in OWO if
he/she has been a past OWO president or Lou Klewer Award
winner and has been a member of OWO for at least 30 years.”
After much discussion as to how an individual would be nomi-
nated, the board came up with the following recommendation:

The name of the Life Membership nominee or nominees
will be submitted to the OWO Board. That name or names
will then be considered for recommendation by the Board
at its next board meeting. Once the Board has voted to
accept the recommendation, the name or names of the nom-
inees shall be presented at the next General Business Mem-
bership Meeting for a full vote of the OWO membership.

The next order of business was to review the recommen-
dations for a Student Associate Membership as proposed by
Vicki Mountz and Jeff Frischkorn.

Dues shall be
discounted and be $15 less than the prevailing membership
annual dues with no initiation fee.

Questions regarding documentation of work should be
directed to the contest chair.

PRINT CATEGORIES
Tear sheets are preferred, but photo copies are acceptable.
Articles may be entered in one category only.

2. Best Newspaper Column
An entry consists of four columns to be judged as a body
of work. (One award per person.)

3. Best Newspaper Article
A single story about an outdoors topic.

4. Best Newspaper Special Section or Series
Two or more stories about a single topic, published
together as a package or as a scheduled series.

5. Best Magazine Column
An entry consists of four columns to be judged as a body
of work. (One award per person.)

6. Best Magazine Article
A single story about an outdoors topic.

7. Will Harbaum Award: Best Travel Article
A single newspaper or magazine story about a destination
or travel-related topic.

8. Best How-To Article
An article published in a newspaper, magazine or on the
internet that explains how to improve an outdoor skill.

9. Dan Atzenhoefer Award: Environmental Writing
For writing about an environmental topic in any medium
(newspaper, magazine, online, broadcast script, etc.)

INTERNET CATEGORIES
Internet categories refer to articles or columns written specif-
ically for the Internet. Articles published in a newspaper or
magazine and also posted on the publication’s online version
may be entered, but the same article cannot be entered in both
the print and online categories. Submit printouts of articles and
provide the Internet address (URL) as proof of distribution.

10. Best Internet Column
An entry consists of four columns to be judged as a body
of work. (One award per person.)

11. Best Internet Article
A single story about an outdoors topic.

PHOTOGRAPHY CATEGORIES
For all photo categories, tear sheets are preferred, but photo-
copies are acceptable as proof of publication. Prints may be
submitted in addition to tear sheets.

12. Best Black and White Photo
Black and white photo depicting an outdoors topic.

13. Best Black and White Nature Photo
Black and white photo in which nature is the subject.

14. Best Color Photo
Color photo depicting an outdoors topic.

15. Karl Maslowski Award: Best Color Nature Photo
Color photo in which nature is the subject.

16. Best Group or Series of Photos
Two or more photos, color or black and white, published
together and depicting an outdoors topic.

17. Best Conference Photo
Open to any of the following: OWO members, Supporting
Members, spouses and children.

• Can be color or black & white

• Contestants may submit as many photos as they wish.
Photos must be of the previous year’s conference.

• One (1) overall winner will be chosen, and will be
presented with a voucher for a free OWO conference
registration fee (excluding lodging) to the following
year’s conference. The voucher will be for a single
registration, but may be applied as an equivalent
discount for the member-spouse registration.

• Honorable mentions may be awarded by the judge, but
will receive recognition only.

• Entrants agree to have their submitted photos used by
the editor of LORE for publication in the OWO newslet-
ter and on the OWO website.

• Award will be presented at the conference banquet by
the conference chair.

18. Ben Doepel Memorial Contest
Best vertical photo to be used for the 2009-2010 OWO
Directory and receive a plaque with their photo on it.

BROADCAST CATEGORIES
19. Best TV Show or Video Project

This category is open to television shows and other video
work. Entries may consist of one complete show or a
composite of best clips from several shows. (Submissions
accepted on VHS tape or DVD only.)

20. Best Radio Show
Entries may consist of one complete show or a composite
of best clips from several shows. (Submissions must be on
cassette or CD only.)

SUPPORTING MEMBER CATEGORY
21. Supporting Member Achievement Award for Best

Press Release, Website, Video or Display Ad.
Submit hard copies, limited to 2 pages. Need not be
present to win.
