Legislative Activities

Although the state legislature is on recess, there are a few
important items (laws, regulations, requirements or whatever)
that are in the process of being enacted by the Ohio Division of
Wildlife.

The Division of Wildlife has taken the first step towards en-
acting these requirements through scheduling Open Houses for
Saturday, September 13, from 12 noon until 3 p.m. to receive
comments from individuals interested in these proposals.

The Open Houses will be held at the same day and time at all
District Offices. Information recorded at these open houses is
forwarded to the division’s central office in Columbus, where
proposed rule changes to the Ohio Administration Code are
considered.

Writers never attending one of these public hearings may
find them interesting and educational.

Laws that Division of Wildlife personnel want to put in place
include:

1) Establishing a minimum fence height (for some reason
the height is not specified in ODNR releases to the media) for
captive white-tailed deer, and requiring mandatory tissue test-
ing of captive deer 12 months of age or older that die or are
killed on a permit holder’s premises.

The incoming president of the Stark County Farm Bureau
and several deer producers in the Middlefield area said they are
dead-set against this proposal, stating it’s too costly and bur-
densome for small scale deer producers. They have asked the
Ohio Farm Bureau to seriously oppose this idea.

2) Give the Division of Wildlife authority to enforce the
Interstate Wildlife Violator Compact agreement. States partici-

pating in the agreement share information about fish and game
violators and honor each other’s decision to deny licenses and
permits. For example, if an Ohioan is convicted of a wildlife
violation in a participating compact state, the individual’s right
to hunt and fish also can be suspended or revoked back home,
providing a similar action would have resulted had the viola-
tion occurred here in Ohio. Will this not be a self-ordained law,
giving the enacting body authority over interstate commerce?
Should this proposed law be determined by the state legislature
and not one of its agencies?

3) The prohibition of possessing or propagating wild boar in
Ohio. Is this interfering with Interstate Commerce, or going
beyond their legal authority? Have they considered sterile or
“fixed” boar?

4) Enacting fishing regulations regarding blue catfish bag
limits, stream smallmouth bass length limits, and striped bass
regulations.

Individuals, not just citizens of Ohio or the United States,
who have a desire to make a formal comment but are unable to
attend a meeting should mail their comments to any Wildlife
District Headquarters, or send them directly to the Chief of the
Division of Wildlife, 2045 Morse Road, Bldg G, Columbus,
Ohio 43229-6693, marking the envelope “Open House
comments.”

A statewide hearing on all the proposed rules will be held at
9 a.m. on Thursday, September 25, at the Wildlife Division’s
District One Office, 1500 Dublin Road, Columbus. After con-
sidering public input, the Ohio Wildlife Council will vote on
the proposed rules during its October 15 meeting.

Walleye Fishing with Lake County

The Lake County Visitors Bureau assisted by OWO member
Jeff Frischkorn hosted a group of writers and other individuals
interested in the welfare of Lake County and Lake Erie to a day
of walleye fishing.

Dave Mull, Editor of the Great Lakes Angler magazine, was
among the guests on the boat with the group that included me.
OWO members should consider this as an unofficial report of a
fine day afloat.

Charter Boat Captain Ron Johnson (www.thumperchar
ter.com), skipper of the well-decked out Lake Erie fishing
machine, the Thumper, must have realized he had his hands full
when Jeff Frischkorn, outdoors and natural resource writer for
the Willoughby based publication The News Herald; Steve
Pollick, outdoors writer for The Toledo Blade; Dave Mull,
editor of the Great Lakes Angling magazine; Ed Moody, Ohio
Field Editor for the Ohio Valley Outdoors magazine; Dallas
Cawiezell, relief pitcher for the Lake County Captains farm
team of the Cleveland Indians; and Charter Boat Captain
Marvin DeGreen, offering his assistance as First Mate, boarded
the Thumper for an early morning fishing trip to ply the depths
of the Walleye Captial of the World for tasty walleyes and
those hard fighting silver bullets, the Steelhead of Lake Erie.

Setting a 12 mile northerly course out of the Grand River
Marina, onto the open lake with two to three foot rough chops
with whitecaps, Johnson set his boat’s GPS unit to take us on a
direct cruise to an area of the lake that was 78 feet deep. A
successful Charter Boat Captain for 27 years, Johnson is
familiar to the many quirks of the lake and its aquatic wildlife.

Less than five minutes after the Thumper’s downriggers, set
at a trolling depth of 65 feet, trailing orange and red Stinger
Spoons (www.mistinger.com) fixed to 30 pound test line, did
the first walleye strike. In short order, two out-rigger boards,
each carrying four lines fitted with Dipsy Divers, were cruising
alongside the boat.

Now the action of walleyes, steelhead and a few sheephead
striking spoons placed at varying depths well behind the boat
picked up, lasting well towards the noon hour. As a newcomer
to Lake Erie fishing, Dallas, the Iowa born relief pitcher, was
unofficially assigned the task as the official fish fighter and
retriever of hook-ups for the writers aboard the Thumper. The
remaining anglers (writers-photographers) were busy taking
photos from every angle while making notes as to the depth
and distance behind the Thumper the multi-colored spoons
were trolled. Lines off the planner boards were set to troll at
different depths to cover a multitude of depths to keep strike
activity ongoing.

With Ron Johnson’s knowledge of rough-sea, deep-water
tactics, at one time there were four simultaneous hookups,
requiring the assistance of Johnson and his first mate to lend a
hand at fighting fish while writers on board were attending to
their newspaper based duties. Frischkorn, the official greeter
and assembler of the group of fishermen, was busy relaxing on
the Captain’s chair while taking in the frenzied activity. Moody,
attempting to remain upright as the Thumper was tossed about
by the rough seas, suffered a deep cut on the palm of his hand
while removing a well-toothed walleye from its spoon. “Don’t

worry about the blood — get the spoon back in the water” came
from somewhere towards the Captain’s chair.

From 8 a.m. to 10:30 a.m., strikes were constant and furious,
not slowing until about the noon hour where it was prearranged
to call it a day as some of the fishing friends had 300 miles to
travel after rising long before the sun broke over the distant
horizon — and on Lake Erie, that distance is great.

Cawiezell, a walleye fisherman when at home in Davenport,
Iowa, remarked, “I’ve never seen so many big walleyes in
proportion to the entire catch.” The shortest, well filled-out
walleye measured 24 inches in length. Several walleyes
qualified for Fish Ohio awards. While discussing fishing
expectations for the upcoming fall frenzy, Johnson stated that
he expects to see a great perch season during early fall, and
well into cold weather. He believed the 2007 hatch of walleyes
will prove to be as numerous as the 2003 record walleye hatch,
which is still being caught by Lake Erie anglers.
